Zigzagging from east to
west along the undulating mountains, the Great Wall, said to be visi-
ble from the moon, was built to hold off tribal invaders from the north.
Its dramatic descends steep ridges and nar-
row valleys will scatter a good landscape for
your camera. Today you'll have an opportu-
nity to shop at both Jade Center of Asia and
Cloisonné Factory. Back to city, enjoy exte-
rior view of the Bird’s Nests and Water
Cube. After dinner, cap

D5 | Beijing #Shanghai & Hangzhou (B/L/D)

At night, enjoy optional magnificent show “The Night of West
Lake” ($30/person).

Dé | Hangzhou =Wuxi (B/L/D)
After breakfast, travel to Wuxi, one of the old- s wa
est cities in China with more than 3,000 years
history. Upon arrival, visit the Lingshan |
Grand Buddha. Later visit one of the largest
Fresh Water Pearl Exhibition Centre in the
country. Enjoy the famous local dish “Sweet
& Sour Ribs” for dinner.

D7| Wuxi & Suzhou (B/L/D)
Travel by coach to Suzhou, a city which has been praised as “Venice
of the East”. Take a relaxing stroll through one of Suzhou beautiful
gardens, the Garden of Master of
Nets, one of the largest classical
gardens in Suzhou as well as one
of the most famous gardens in
China. Take an optional boat cruise
along the Grand Canal ($30/
person), which is over 1,500 years
old and connects Beijing to the rich
coastal areas around Shanghai.
Later visit a Silk Mills and enjoy a
silk fashion show.

D8 | Suzhou & Shanghai (B/L/D)

Before 1949, Shanghai was widely known in the West as a city of
quick riches and paradise of the adventurers. After four decades of
anemic growth in a state planned economy, Shanghai is roaring back
to recapture its position on the world stage. Our sightseeing today
begins with a walk on the Bund, a waterfront promenade famous for
its landmark neoclassical buildings of European style. Followed pro-
gram will be a visit to the Emerald Exhibition Centre then visit the
Yuyuan Garden. After dinner you have the option to enjoy the night
cruise on the Huangpu River to enjoy the city's spectacular neon-lit
skyline ($30/person).
